The other fwo passengers fo board New Shepard
was Jeff Bezos accompanied by his brother Mark Bezos. This rocket was getting tested since 2012 and it was
made available fo civilians only after successful implementations. [ was built in such a way that it can withstand
harsh weather conditions and can be reused as well as recycled This reduces the cost of manufacturing and
increases its availability fo the customers

Blue origin was founded in 2000 with the infent of making space travel available to civilians. The company's vision
is o fransform space fravel and colonize space. Jeff Bezos loved the idea of space since he was 5 years old
Being highly motivated by Alan Shepard, he founded this company in order complete his vision, where billons of
people will be lving and working in space for Earth It is one of the Il companies picked by NASA to develop new
technology for further space missions consisting of several ventures fo the Moon.

Although Blue origin has made progress in many aspects, Bezos journey also serves as a reminder that many people
regard space tfourism fo be exclusively for the wealthy billonaires as their mode of entertainment or purely as a
joyride. And this in turn, will accomplish very little fo enhance science and our understanding of space- at least for
the fime being
